Obituary
The torch bearer of Indo Russian cooperation and NAM in In-

dia Dr. J. K. Patel passes away.
Jajati Keshari Patel (52) popularly known as Dr.Patel in diplo-

matic circles passed away at his native city of Bhubaneswar , Odi-
sha State in India on 18th September 2012. He had gone to Bhu-
baneswar to see his ailing mother from New Delhi.

Dr.Patel post-graduated from Delhi School of Economics in 
Sociology in 1981 and thereafter, he went to Moscow for higher 
research. He obtained his Ph. D. degree from Moscow State Uni-
versity under the supervision of Professor Anatoly Akimovich 
Kutsenkov in the year 1993.

He got married to Shelly Patel in 1995. While at Moscow, 
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Dr.Patel was blessed with a son Raj Ratan Patel in 1995 and daugh-
ter Lalita Patel at Bhubaneswar 1998 .

Dr. Patel came back to India permanently from Moscow in 2000 
along with all his family members and settled down in New Delhi.

He established the Foreign Policy Research Institute (FPRI) 
and was engaged in serious research activities and promotion of 
India’s relations with various countries as the Director (FPRI). He 
also as the Editor-in-Chief, continued with the publication of the 
well known monthly journal NAM To-Day which is having a wide 
readership in the country and abroad, especially the diplomatic 
circles.

Dr. Patel in his brief period of 12 years of stay in India after 
his return from Moscow organized several National and Interna-
tional seminars and conferences for bilateral relations between 
India and other countries especially Indo-Russian friendship and 
cooperation.

He used to always emphasize on the strategic partnership be-
tween India and Russia and before a few days of his passing away, 
Dr.Patel was quite enthusiastic and euphoric about the forthcom-
ing visit of the President of the Russian Federation Mr. Vladmir 
Putin to New Delhi as his close friends disclosed.

Signifi cantly, Dr.Patel died on the same day of his birth. He 
was born on 18th September 1958.

In his passing away, the academic circle, journalist fraternity 
and the diplomatic community in the country lost an ever-energet-
ic champion and leader of the Non-Aligned Movement (NAM) and 
Indo-Russian relations.

Indian Philosophy to Culture: a Detent
The Spectrum of Indian philosophy to culture is rather wide, 

ranging from ancient heritage for preservation to disseminate 
variety of contemporary creativeness.

The other aspects of philosophy 
is to restore the clued collection, to preservation of segment and 
maintenance of Indian culture & documentation and study of eth-
nographic materials. 

In, 21st century, Indian philosophical view is impinging inter 
a on the conduct of century’s diplomacy, what might be called the 
decentralization of political culture. Further to that, the impor-
tance of the media has confi gured and it has over emphasized the 
options. And the social Management has characterised by greater 
involvement of people in every aspect of national policy. The role 
of media impinges destabilizing cultural heritage that what India 
had formulated a public policy for long. Which is most complex in 
infrastructure is yet to know.

And it is true that even across the cultural footing, the philos-
ophy has questioned on gifts as grammer of culture and above all 
the numerals are of decimal number and essence of script. Gram-
matically speaking, in India the philosophy is natural footing; 
rather it is crystallized with renaissance of 21st century of inva-
sions. This philosophy has been fanned of our westward what is 
resvated in an era of new vision and new thinking in  science of cy-
ber technology and Part it appears that india’s myth plays a great 
part o f human life. It has power to suppress the history, rather to 
discover the enthusiasm of Indian heritage, other than nations, 
who forgot willfully the skill of unrest to speak, the Indian phi-
losophy which explode the culture of myth about the dark days.
